His Festival appearances have included Pesaro, Firenze and Jesi (Festival Pergolesi). Farther debuts
as “Testo” in “Combattimento di Tancredi e Clorinda” by Monteverdi in Fermo (2006),“Eclittico”
in ”II Mondo della Luna” by Haydn in Cesena (2008) and Soloist Tenor in “Petite Messe
Solemnelle” by Rossini in Maggio Fiorentino (2010), He subsequently appeared at the “Teatro
Regio” Parma, “Arcimboldi” Milano, “Teatro Massimo” Palermo and “Teatro Petruzzelli”, Bari.
